Tournament Play:

- There will be 8 teams for 4th-8th grade, with a winner &
consolation bracket.

- 3ragrade will play in 2-4 team pools.

- Each team will play 3 games.

- Games will consist of four — six minute quarters, with a
five minute warm-up and intermission. The warm-up time
may vary in order to keep the tournament on schedule.

- Only those players that are listed on the roster will be
able to play.

- Teams may bring more than 12 players, but only 12
awards will be given to 1st, 2nd, and 3rd place teams, and
Consolation Champions.

- Players can only be listed on one roster. No All-Star
teams.

- No additions after the first game.

- Teams must furnish their own basketballs for warm-ups.
- Teams should be present one-half hour before their
scheduled game.

- Team rosters should be presented to the scorer’s table
one-half hour before your scheduled game.

- No shooting during half time or between games by
players or anyone who is not involved in the game in
progress.

- Numbers are required on both the front and back of
uniforms.

- In case of dispute, any and all decisions of the
tournament director, referees, or committee in charge is
final, and without appeal.

- Good sportsmanship is expected by all coaches, players,
and parents throughout the tournament.

3rd, 4th, 5th & 6th Grade Rules:

- Only man-to-man defense is allowed.

- 3 full time-outs.

- NO PRESSING IN THE 3r¢ GRADE DIVISION

- Pressing is allowed (4th-6th) the last two minutes of the % or game, unless a
team is ahead by more than 10 points.

- Overtime will be a sudden death free throw shootout. All ten players at the
end of the game (5 from each team) will shoot one free throw at a time
alternating between teams. The team with the most free throws made will win
the overtime. The same pattern will continue in additional overtimes if needed.
- 3rd, 4thand 5th grade will have a 13-foot free throw line.

- The three-point rule is in effect for all games.

- 3rdgrade will have 9’ hoops.

7th & 8th Grade Rules:

- Rules of play will be enforced according to WIAA handbook.

- No pressing when up by more than 15 points.
